In addition, we also have some strands of activity
which cut across all the modules - practical strands - which mean that all of your lessons
have a practical aspect to them.

Practical Techniques Strand

All students need to be relaxed and confident about treating when you go into our student
clinic. Clinical skills such as tongue and pulse diagnosis, needling, cupping, gua sha,
moxibustion, electro acupuncture and auricular acupuncture start being taught within a few
weeks of you joining us, and are practiced regularly throughout the duration of the course.

Every lesson you take will have time dedicated to the Practical Skills Strand, in order to give
you as much practical experience as possible.

In order to gain practical skills experience, all students will take turns with your classmates
to enable partner students to locate anatomical landmarks, and practice finding
acupuncture points on each other, which will sometimes involve removing or loosening
some articles of clothing. You will also start practicing needling, cupping, moxibustion and
the other ancillary skills on your classmates, and they in turn will practice on you - all within
a highly supervised setting in class.

Apprenticeship Days Strand

Another strand that cuts across several modules is the Apprenticeship Day strand. On
these days, members of the public kindly volunteer to be a patient, and are treated for a
wide range of conditions. You will have the opportunity to observe these treatments in
close proximity in class. Students will practice your tongue and pulse skills, and discuss the
cases in depth with the tutor or practitioner that treats the patients.

In year 1, these treatments are given by our CCA tutors, and in year 2, a wide range of
other practitioners - some newly qualified, some hugely experienced - give the treatments,
for you to see the scope and breadth of treatment possibilities.

We pride ourselves on being a college that embraces eclecticism, and we ensure that you
see a wide range of practitioners from different backgrounds, which helps you to start
thinking about what approach resonates with you, and how you would like to practice once
you are qualified.

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Attendance and Time Commitments
Our acupuncture course class days are from 9.30 a.m. to 5.00 p.m.
You will attend college onsite on two days each week.
There is an additional 10-15 hours of preparation home study each week.

Therefore, our Acupuncture course, and our 2-Year Tui Na Course, are regarded as
‘full-time’.

You will be expected to attend a minimum of 80% of your non-practical lectures.

Mandatory 100% attendance is required for your 400 Clinical Hours. These Clinical
Hours are accrued by attending Apprenticeship Days in Year 1 and Year 2, and by
attending the Student Clinic and some external Apprenticeship/Observation Days in Year 3.

Studying with us will be a big commitment, but it will be worth it!

Final Year Student Clinic

Please note that in the final year we run two shifts on the student clinic days, and subject to
class numbers, these student clinic days may be on Tuesdays and also on Thursdays. The
two shifts per day mean that one group comes in earlier and leaves earlier, whilst another
comes in later and leaves later. We will do our best to accommodate you in the clinic of
your choice, on the day of your choice, subject to availability.

Additional time commitments
As this is a degree-level course, you will be expected to do a considerable amount of
preparation home study - in the region of 10-15 hours every week.

This preparation home study could consist of familiarising yourself with the lesson content
for the next weeks’ lecture or practical class, recommended reading, memorising facts,
writing essays, practising your anatomy or point location with friends, or even reflecting on
your experiences.

Each lesson will have tutor-directed home study to accompany it, but there will also be time
for you to just ‘follow your nose’ and complete additional study that interests you.

You may wish to study Acupuncture or Tui Na as a career change, and may not have
previous academic qualifications. This need not be viewed as a barrier to becoming a
successful practitioner! Our in-depth interview techniques will be able to establish if you are
eligible to enrol on our course.

At interview, we will be looking for your commitment to the subject, your ability to study in
Higher Education, your life experiences and how you have built upon them, and your ability
to interact with people. The areas that we will discuss with you during interview include:

issues or mental health issues?

e Are you aware that studying to be a practitioner will involve self-reflection?

e You may be asked to examine who you are and what motivates you, and at times
this may take you out of your normal comfort zone.

Please note that we are a selective college. We are sometimes unable to offer a place if we
think it is not appropriate for someone.

RPL
If you have previously studied, and achieved, qualifications or modules of Chinese Medicine or
Western Medicine, you may be eligible for Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL).

This would enable you to be exempt from attending certain parts of the programme.

The Acupuncture course fees (whether full payment, or the first of the 2-part instalments) are due
following a successful interview, and no later than 4 weeks prior to the start of the course.

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What is Tui Na?

Tui Na (‘push-pull’) is one of the branches of Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM)
along with Acupuncture, Herbal medicine and Qi gong.

It is a form of medical massage based around the acupuncture points and meridians.

Tui Na practitioners must have a thorough understanding of TCM principles in order
to make an accurate diagnosis.

Tui Na is becoming increasingly popular in the UK. All hospitals in China have a Tui Na
department, and the therapy is seen to be on the same level as acupuncture.

A Tui Na treatment typically happens whilst the person is clothed. Skilled Tui Na
practitioners utilise a wide range of techniques to knead, roll, press and rub the body which
activates the flow of Qi and restores harmony.

The technique dates back over 2,000 years and is used extensively in China to treat
internal conditions as well as musculoskeletal issues.

There are different forms of Tui Na and you will be taught softer Yin styles and firmer Yang
styles of treatment. Some Qi gong training is part of the course to build your own personal
energies.

Additional skills can be used in conjunction with Tui Na, such as cupping and Gua sha, but
unlike acupuncture the skin is not pierced. This means it can be used in any setting and is
suitable for fully qualified Tui Na Practitioners to treat Patients of any age, from infants to
the elderly.

When studying Tui Na, through supervised clinical experience you will learn how to use the
various techniques.

Without supervised clinical experience it is impossible to gain a deeper understanding of
how to treat complex conditions.

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Two Year Diplomain Tui Na

The City College of Acupuncture runs the most in-depth Tui Na course in the UK. Our
Course Leader Julia Oji is a highly experienced Tui Na practitioner and teacher.

Practitioners of Tui Na must have a deep understanding of the TCM diagnostic process in order to
treat people successfully with Tui Na. This understanding of Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM)
needs to be as sophisticated as an Acupuncturist’s.

When studying Tui Na as a TCM beginner, you will need to choose our 2-year course, and come
into college for two midweek days per week to complete all of the core modules in Year 1 and Year
2 of our acupuncture course, alongside our Acupuncture students.

Tui Na Techniques (TTA)

This unit will teach you the Tui Na manipulations and massage techniques, area routines, and
practical skills such as cupping, gua sha and moxibustion. Orthopaedic tests and external herbal
formulae are also taught.

How to Find Us

By London Underground

Our college is around five minutes’ walk from Old Street tube station (Northern Line). As at today’s date, Old

Street tube station is undergoing refurbishment, so currently you would take Exit 4 to leave the station, then

walk forwards along City Road (you will see two very tall buildings, the Atlas building, and the M by Montcalm,

which is a very angular triangle-shaped building, in front of you. After approximately 80 yards, at the traffic

lights, take the right fork into East Road walking along the right-hand side of the Atlas building. Keep walking

for another 200 yards and you will find The City College on your left. Usually, you would leave Old Street

station at Exit 1 by taking the left-hand steps up to ground level. Proceed along City Road for a few hundred

yards until the road forks in two. East Road is the fork on the right and the college is located a short way along

on the left-hand side of the road. Keep walking for another 200 yards and you will find The City College.

N.B. Please check the prevailing information online regarding the Old Street tube station exits prior to starting

your journey.
